Asa Joseph “Joe” Thommarson, 90, of Corsicana, Texas went home to be
with his Lord and Savior May 21, 2014. Born May 23, 1923 in Tahoka, Texas
to George Elbert Thommarson and Alice Penelope Armoline Sanderson
Thommarson. Joe had four sisters and two brothers. He and his family moved
to Circle, Texas, a farming community west of Olton, Texas. Joe attended
school in Olton.
