What started out as a small local construction company with four machines
and five employees, is today Watkins Construction LLC, and employs
approximately 1,000 personnel with offices in Texas, New Mexico and
Oklahoma that support projects throughout a large part of the U.S. Carmack
loved to hunt and to have Norma travel with him. He was very proud of the
trophy room he created over the years and always had an exciting hunting
story to tell. Carmack was interested in many civic affairs, serving on the



Navarro Chamber of Commerce as President in 1997. He was instrumental in
obtaining the extension of Dobbins Road. He was a member of Northside
Baptist Church where he served on the Building Committee for years. He was
an 1.0.0.F Member of Corsicana Lodge #63 for over 45 years. He also
enjoyed participating in the Navarro County Youth Exposition each year. For
68 years Carmack and Norma were an active couple with their family,
business, the community and traveling. Carmack was also active with the
Black Hills Cemetery Association where he served in various offices for many
years.
