Married for 47 years they raised their family, entertained friends and dedicated
their lives to Christ through service at Northside Baptist Church. With her
outgoing personality and quick wit, Ileen taught Sunday School, even leading
an older men's class who loved her. While Marvin cooked for Food for Fitness,
Ileen helped with prepping, serving and clean up for many years.
