Lewis Newton Mathison, 85, was born February 20, 1934 in Corsicana to
Lewis H. and Lura Kate Mathison. He passed away Sunday, December 22,
2019 at Twilight Nursing Home following a brief iliness. After graduation from
Wortham ISD, he entered the US Air Force in November 1955 and served
until September 1957. Lewis attended Navarro College, where he played
baseball, before transferring to East Texas State University, there earning a
Master's Degree in Agriculture Education. He began his teaching career in the
Chico ISD, where he taught 14 years before moving to Blooming Grove. He
retired from Blooming Grove ISD in 1992, after teaching Ag for 32 years. He
touched many students lives during his career.

Lewis was a member of the Young Farmers of Texas for 17 years and held an
Honorary Life Membership in the Vocational Agriculture Teachers Association
of Texas. In 2012 he was recognized as Outstanding Ex Teacher by BG ISD.
He also put in countless hours at the Navarro County Youth Expo and was
recognized for his service in 2015. In July 1966, Lewis became a Master
Mason and was recognized for 50 years in 2017. He was very active in the
Order of the Eastern Star, serving as Past Patron, Grand Representative, and
served on the Board of Benevolence. He was a member of the Lion's Club
and the Volunteer Fire Departments of Chico and Blooming Grove. By
donating almost 14 gallons of blood to the American Red Cross, Lewis
provided the potential to help over 300 lives.

Cohagan.
